History: Islamic Empire


This unit of work will teach the children about the early Islamic civilisation. They will learn in detail about the significance and importance of Baghdad in helping to build and shape this early civilisation and examine how and why it developed into such a major world power. In addition to this, they will find out about the House of Wisdom and some of the influential people who worked and studied there. They will study in detail about how early Islamic doctors made significant contributions to the development of medicine and surgery and how their work still influences the medical profession today. The children will also have the opportunity to learn about other significant discoveries and inventions made by Muslim scholars in the early Islamic civilisation and to explore how items were made and where and how they were traded with the rest of the world. One lesson will focus on the birth of Islam and the first four caliphs who ruled following the death of the prophet Muhammad and children will have the opportunity to act in role to debate the legitimacy of the Sunni and Shia Muslims.

Music: Ukuleles

French: Let us visit a French Town!


In this unit, we will apply previous skills and knowledge of topic areas such as places in a town, directions, homes and numbers to develop their speaking and listening abilities. We will have more focused practice using bilingual dictionaries and you will increase your understanding of word classes and other grammatical features of the language. The unit includes lots of opportunities for using songs, stories, art and drama to make the learning fun, engaging and memorable.

Year 6 will be developing dribbling, shooting, passing, possession in defence, attack and ball control skills in football this term.

RE: Islam: Teaching and Authority 





We will be exploring what the Qur’an reveals to Muslims about Allah and his guidance. During each lesson, we will explore how the Qur’an affects Muslims’ everyday life.

Science: Light and the Eye


We will be planning different types of scientific enquiries to answer questions, including recognising and controlling variables where necessary. We will report and present findings from enquiries, including conclusions, causal relationships and explanations of and degree of trust in results, in oral and written forms such as displays and other presentations. We will recognise that light appears to travel in straight lines. We will use the idea that light travels in straight lines to explain that objects are seen because they give out or reflect light into the eye. We will explain that we see things because light travels from light sources to our eyes or from light sources to objects and then to our eyes. We will use the idea that light travels in straight lines to explain why shadows have the same shape as the objects that cast them.

Computing: Online Safety 





The children will discuss a range of online issues and teachers will describe numerous ways to seek assistance if they are uncomfortable about something they have seen online. We will explore how sharing information online can have both positive and negative consequences. The pupils will become aware of how to seek consent from others before sharing material online and they will realise that content can still be shared online even if profiles are set to private. They will understand the importance of capturing evidence of online bullying. Two-factor authentication and password safety will be taught. The pupils will be able to identify common online scams. They will explain ways to increase their privacy settings and understand why it is important to keep their software updated.
