Over one third of our children (38%) (93 out of 247) said that they play computer games that are an older age group rating. Many children stated that they watch people (mainly parents) play games that are an older age group rating.  





44% (109 out of 247 asked) of our children use online games such as Xbox Live and Roblox where they can talk to other users.





13% (31 out of 247) of our children have given out personal information online.  Many said it was when they were younger and know it’s not right to do now.
