Science: 


Forces – Friction 


-To compare how things move on different surfaces 


-Notice that some forces need contact between two objects [but magnetic forces can act at a distance] 


-To understand that there is a force between an object and a surface which may prevent it from moving. 


-To understand that this force is called friction and that friction can be useful. 


-To understand how 2 surfaces act against each other to slow movement down. 


-Predict and plan a fair test and record measurement accurately.


-To know that air resistance is a force that slows objects moving through the air 


-To understand that when an object falls, the air resistance works in the opposite direction. 


-To assess understanding of friction, air and water resistance.
